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Strengthening implementation of the EU Gender Equality Action Plan

The European Commission is holding a consultation in Brussels on 24 and 25 March to discuss progress on implementation of the EU Plan of Action on Gender Equality and Women’s Empowerment in Development (2010-15). As a curtain raiser to this consultation, the Practitioners' Network for European Development Cooperation, One World Action and the European Commission (DEVCO) would like to invite representatives of the Member States to attend this preliminary workshop on 23 March at DG DEVCO, Rue Joseph II n°54, Room J-54, 01/01, Brussels.
The Plan of Action proposes a series of actions to be carried out by the EU Member States and the European Commission to strengthen a coordinated European approach to promoting gender equality.  Almost a year since its launch, it is now an opportune time to share reflections, challenges and lessons about implementation of the Gender Action Plan commitments in practice. 

This action-oriented workshop will familiarise EU Member States with the objectives, actions and indicators in the Plan of Action and suggest approaches towards implementing these commitments on the ground. Discussions will draw on existing good practice around implementation of the Plan, as well as wider lessons about how to strengthen gender equality outcomes in development cooperation.
